The Adopt-A-Senior Building Project (AASB) was founded in 2003 to provide an outlet for the youth
in the YCE Program to be able to provide direct service to one of the most vulnerable populations in
the Bay Area—the monolingual Chinese elderly. Each high school YCE club adopts at least one
senior building in San Francisco and pays it a monthly visit. During the monthly visits, the volunteers
teach seniors about disaster preparedness. This year, we will equip 500 seniors with their own
personal emergency supplies pack. The AASB Project encourages the development of strong ties
between two different generations in the Chinese community and it allows for a vulnerable community
to be reached directly.
